NOw, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by Sub-section ( 1) read
with clause (v) and clause (xiv) of sub - section (2) of section 3 of the
Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) and under sub-ryle (3) of rule 5
of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby
notifies the areg up to one kilometer from the boundary of the protected area of
Chhilchhila Wildlife Sanctuary enclosed within the boundary described below in
- the State of Haryana as ‘Eco Sensitive Zone’ (hereinafter calleq ag the Eco
- Sensitive Zone), namely:- .
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1. Boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone:-

(i) The said Eco- Sensitive Zone is the area upto one kilometer from the
' boundaries of the protected area of Chhilchhila Wildlife Sanctuar%
situated in the Kurukshetra District of Haryana between 29° 56’ to 29
57 North latitude and between 76° 40’ to 76° 42’ East longitude. ‘

(i) The map of the Eco- sensitive Zone is at Annexure-A and the list of the
villages, areas of which fall within one kilometer distance of the boundary
of Chhilchhila Wildlife Sanctuary in the Eco-Sensitive Zone are as follows:
Garhi Singhawali, Singhpura, Bhainsa Majra, Sarsa and any other area
falling within the boundaries of Eco-Sensitive Zone. ' ~

2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone:-

@ A 7onal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the
State Government within a period of one year from the date of publication
of this notification in the Official Gazette and submitted for approval to the

Central Government in the Ministry of Environment and Forests,
Government of India. :
Gy The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared with due involvement of all

- concerned State ‘Departments, such as Environment, Forest, Urban
Development, Tourism, Municipal, Irrigation, PWD( B&R) and Revenue .
Department and the Haryana State Pollution Qontrol_ Board for integrating
environmental and ecological considerations into it and shall provide for

_ restoratfon of denuded areas, conservation of existing water bodies,

. management of catchment areas, watershed management, groundwater
management, soil and moisture conservation, needs of local community
and such other aspects of the ecology -and environment that need
attention.

(i) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing village settlements,
types and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertile lands, green areas,
horticultural areas, orchards, lakes and other water bodies and change of
land use from green uses such as orchards, horticulture areas, agriculture
parks and others like places to non green uses shall be permitted in the

- 7onal Master Plan, except that strictly limited conversion of agricultural
lands maybe permitted to meet the residential needs of the existing local
residents together with natural growth of the existing local populations,
without the prior approval of the State Government.

(iv) The Zonal Master Plan shall be a reference document for the State Level

" Monitoring Committee for any decision to be taken by them including
consideration for relaxation.

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(v)  The Zonal Master Plan shall indicate measures and lay down stipulations
for regulation of traffic. ’ o

(vi)  Pending the preparation of the Zonal Master Plan for Eco-sensitive Zone
and approval thereof by the Central Government in the Ministry of
Environment and Forests, all new constructions shall be allowed only after
the proposals are scrutinized and approved by the Monitoriag Committee
as referred to in paragraph 4 and there shall be no consequential
reduction in Forest, Green and Agricultural area.

(vii) The State Government shall prescribe additional measures, if necessary,
in furtherance of the objectives and for giving effect to the provisions of
this notification. ' :

3. Regulated or restrictive activities in the Eco-sensitive Zone:-

(a) Industrial Units:- ,

() No new wood based industry shall be set up within one kilometer from the
boundary of the Chhilchhila Wildlife Sanctuary. ' '

(1)  No new p&'lluting industry shall.be allowed within the notified area of Eco-
sensitive Zone. - : ‘

(b) Construction Activities:-

) From the boundary of Chhilchhila Wildlife Sanctuary upto a distance of
one hundred meters, no new construction of any kind shall be allowed
except tube well chamber cf dimension not more than one thousand
cubic inches. ' . ) o

() -In the area falli-ng-between one hundred meters to three hundred

~ meters from the boundary of Chhilchhila Wildlife Sanctuary, new

construction of any building more than two storeys (twenty five ft) shall

_ not be allowed. , o
{m No laying of high tension wire will be allowed in the area up to 500

meters from the boundaries of this protected area.

(c) Quarrying and Mining:- Activities like commercial mining / quarrying and
crushing shall not be allowed within the notified area of Eco-sensitive Zone.

(d) Trees:- Felling of trees on forest and revenue land shall be subjéct to the
approved management plan by the Government or an authority nominated for
that purpose. S

(e) Water:- , :

(i) Extraction of ground water shall be permitted only for the bona-fide agricultural
and domestic consumption and sale of ground water shall be permitted except
with the prior approval of the State Ground Water Board.

(if) All steps shall be taken to prevent contamination. or pollution of water

including from agriculture.

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() Noise poliution:- The Environment Department or the Staté' Forest
Department, Haryana shall be the authority to draw up guidelines and regqlations
for the control of noise in the Eco-sensitive Zone. '

(9) Dischargé of effluents:- No untreated or industrial effluent shall be
permitted to be discharged into any water body within the Eco-sensitive Zone
and treated effluent shall meet thedprovisions of the Water (Prevention and

Control of Pollution) Act, 1974.

(h) Solid Wastes:- , ,
(i) The solid waste disposal shall be carried out as per the provisions of the
Municipal Solid Waste (Management and Handling) Rules, 2000 as amended

‘from time to time and the local authorities shall draw up plans for the segregation

of solid wastes into biodegradable and non-biodegradable components..
(i) The biodegradable material may be recycled preferably through composting
or vermiculture and the inorganic material may be disposed of in an
environmentally acceptable manner at a site identified outside the Eco-sensitive
Zone and burning or incineration of solid wastes shall be permitted in the Eco-
sensitive Zone. ' \

4. Monitoring Committee.-

(1) Under the provisions of sub-se: tion (3) of section 3 of the Environment

(Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986), th2 Central Government héreby constitutes a

committee to be called the Monitoring Committee to monitor the compliance with
the provisions of this notification. '

(2) The Monitoring Commiittee shall «onsist of not more than ten members and
the Chairman of the Monitoring Cormittee shall be an eminent person with
proven managerial or administrative experience and understanding of local

issues and the other members shall be::-

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(3) The powers énd functions of the Monitoring Committee shall be restricted to’

the compliance of the provisions of this notification only.

(4).In case of activities requiring prior permission or environmental Clearance,

concerned Departments or Associations to assist in its deliberations depending
on the requirements on issue to issue basis. ;

(6) The Chairman or Member Secretary, of Monitoring Committee shall be
competent to file complaints under section- 19 of the Environment (Protection)
Act, 1986 for non-compliance of the provisions of this notification. ~

(7) The Monitoring Committee shall submit its annual action taken reports by the
31° March of every year to the Ministry of Environment and Forests and the
Central Government in the Ministry of Environment and Forests shall give its
directions to the Monitoring Commitiee: from time to time for effective discharge

of the functions by the Monitoring Committee.. ,
